


















Suggestions 
To avoid swelling, shrinkage and in general deformation of the parquet, a few parameters should be kept monitored. 
The operatingtemperature of the heating system must be low and should not exceed 30°C. After installation, the 
temperature of the parquet surface should not exceed 26°C. The ideal would be a room temperature of 18-21°C with a 
relative humidity of 50-60%. To avoid heat concentrations when the system is in operation, it is recommended to slightly move 
from the walls, furniture with closed bases and  to equip the backs of the cabinets with ventilation holes. For the same 
reason it is not recommended to use thick carpets. Given that wood is a natural product, sensitive to changes in temperature  
and hygroscopic, it may be that in the presence of excessive surface temperatures or too little moisture in the air, cracks on 
the surface of the parquet could appear. This is not a defect in quality, but a characteristic of the wood that may be controlled 
by maintaining the room temperature as constant as possible at around 18-21° C and monitoring the relative air humidity.
